THE EXHORTATION (p. 4):

Minister. DEARLY beloved brethren, the Scripture moveth us in sundry
places to acknowledge and confess our manifold sins and wickedness;
and that we should not dissemble nor cloke them before the face of
Almighty God our heavenly Father; but confess them with an humble,
lowly, penitent, and obedient heart; to the end that we may obtain
forgiveness of the same, by his infinite goodness and mercy.

And although we ought at all times humbly to acknowledge our
sins before God; yet ought we most chiefly so to do, when we assemble
and meet together to render thanks for the great benefits that we have
received at his hands, to set forth his most worthy praise, to hear his
most holy Word, and to ask those things which are requisite and
necessary, as well for the body as the soul.

Wherefore I pray and beseech you, as many as are here present, to
accompany me with a pure heart and humble voice unto the throne of the
heavenly grace.

Minister. ALMIGHTY and most merciful Father,

ALL. We have erred and strayed from thy ways like lost sheep, We have followed
too much the devices and desires of our own hearts, We have offended against
thy holy laws, We have left undone those things which we ought to have done,
And we have done those things which we ought not to have done; And there is
no health in us. But thou, O Lord, have mercy upon us, miserable offenders.
Spare thou them, O God, which confess their faults. Restore thou them that are
penitent; According to thy promises declared unto mankind in Christ Jesu our
Lord. And grant, O most merciful Father, for his sake, That we may hereafter live
a godly, righteous, and sober life, To the glory of thy holy Name. Amen.

THE ABSOLUTION (p. 5):

ALMIGHTY God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who
desireth not the death of a sinner, but rather that he may turn from his
wickedness, and live, hath given power and commandment to his
Ministers, to declare and pronounce to his people, being penitent, the
Absolution and Remission of their sins.

He ¥ pardoneth and ¥ absolveth all them that truly repent and
unfeignedly believe his holy Gospel.

16 MOREOVER, he called for a dearth upon the land, / and destroyed all the
provision of bread.

17 But he had sent a man before them, / even Joseph, who was sold to be a
bond-servant;

18 Whose feet they hurt with fetters: / the iron entered into his soul;

19 Until the time that his word came to pass: / when the promise of the LORD tried him.
20 The king sent and delivered him: / the prince of the people let him go free.
21 He made him lord also of his house, / and ruler of all his substance;

22 That he might instruct his princes after his will, / and teach his senators wisdom.
GLORY be to the Father, and to the Son, / and to the Holy Ghost; As it was in
the beginning, is now, and ever shall be, / world without end. Amen.

THE FIRST LESSON & COMMENTARY (Job 1):

Minister. The First Lesson is written in the Book of Job, the first chapter,
beginning at the first verse.

1 1In the land of Uz there lived a man whose name was Job. This man was
blameless and upright; he feared God and shunned evil. 2He had seven
sons and three daughters, 3and he owned seven thousand sheep, three
thousand camels, five hundred yoke of oxen and five hundred donkeys,
and had a large number of servants. He was the greatest man among all the
people of the East.

4 His sons used to hold feasts in their homes on their birthdays, and they
would invite their three sisters to eat and drink with them. >When a period
of feasting had run its course, Job would make arrangements for them to be
purified. Early in the morning he would sacrifice a burnt offering for each
of them, thinking, “Perhaps my children have sinned and cursed God in
their hearts.” This was Job’s regular custom.

6 One day the angels came to present themselves before the Lord, and Satan
also came with them. ? The Lord said to Satan, “Where have you come from?”
Satan answered the Lord, “From roaming throughout the earth, going back
and forth on it.”

8 Then the Lord said to Satan, “Have you considered my servant Job? There
is no one on earth like him; he is blameless and upright, a man who fears
God and shuns evil.”

2“Does Job fear God for nothing?” Satan replied. 1°“Have you not put a
hedge around him and his household and everything he has? You have
blessed the work of his hands, so that his flocks and herds are spread
throughout the land. 1 But now stretch out your hand and strike everything
he has, and he will surely curse you to your face.”

12The Lord said to Satan, “Very well, then, everything he has is in your
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power, but on the man himself do not lay a finger.”

Then Satan went out from the presence of the Lord.

130ne day when Job’s sons and daughters were feasting and drinking wine
at the oldest brother’s house, 1*a messenger came to Job and said, “The oxen
were plowing and the donkeys were grazing nearby, 1>and the Sabeans
attacked and made off with them. They put the servants to the sword, and 1
am the only one who has escaped to tell you!”

16 While he was still speaking, another messenger came and said, “The fire
of God fell from the heavens and burned up the sheep and the servants,
and I am the only one who has escaped to tell you!”

17”While he was still speaking, another messenger came and said, “The
Chaldeans formed three raiding parties and swept down on your camels
and made off with them. They put the servants to the sword, and I am the
only one who has escaped to tell you!”

18 While he was still speaking, yet another messenger came and said, “Your
sons and daughters were feasting and drinking wine at the oldest brother’s
house, 1 when suddenly a mighty wind swept in from the desert and struck
the four corners of the house. It collapsed on them and they are dead, and I
am the only one who has escaped to tell you!”

20 At this, Job got up and tore his robe and shaved his head. Then he fell to
the ground in worship 2! and said:

“Naked I came from my mother’s womb,
and naked I will depart.

The Lord gave and the Lord has taken away;
may the name of the Lord be praised.”

22]n all this, Job did not sin by charging God with wrongdoing.
Minister. Here endeth the First Lesson.

Minister. Job was a rich man who lived in southern Edom, a land
southeast of Israel. He had seven sons and three daughters and they
also prospered. Job made a point of praying for his children, as all
parents and godparents should. But perhaps Job is religious simply
because things are going well for him? This the issue for the entire book
of Job. God permits all of his family and possessions to be afflicted, but
Job does not turn from God; rather, he repents and worships and praises
the name of God. When evil befalls us, do we do likewise?

Minister. ¥ WE praise thee O God; we acknowledge thee to be the Lord.
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ALL. All the earth doth worship thee, the Father everlasting.

To thee all Angels cry aloud, the Heavens and all the Powers therein.
To thee Cherubim and Seraphim continually do cry,

Holy, Holy, Holy, Lord God of hosts;

Heaven and earth are full of the Majesty of thy glory.

The glorious company of the Apostles praise thee;

The goodly fellowship of the Prophets praise thee;

The noble army of Martyrs praise thee;

The holy Church throughout all the world doth acknowledge thee,
The Father, of an infinite Majesty;

Thine honourable, true, and only Son;

Also the Holy Ghost, the Comforter.

THOU art the King of Glory, O Christ.

Thou art the everlasting Son of the Father.

When thou tookest upon thee to deliver man, thou didst not abhor the
Virgin's womb.

When thou hadst overcome the sharpness of death, thou didst open the
kingdom of heaven to all believers.

Thou sittest at the right hand of God, in the glory of the Father.

We believe that thou shalt come to be our Judge.

We therefore pray thee, help thy servants, whom thou hast redeemed
with thy precious blood.

Make them to be numbered with thy Saints, in glory everlasting.

O LORD, save thy people, and bless thine heritage;

Govern them, and lift them up for ever.

Day by day we magnify thee;

And we worship thy Name, ever world without end.
Vouchsafe, O Lord, to keep us this day without sin.

O Lord, have mercy upon us, have mercy upon us.

O Lord, let thy mercy lighten upon us, as our trust is in thee.
O Lord, in thee have I trusted: let me never be confounded.

HERE, ALL SIT:

THE SECOND LESSON & COMMENTARY (1 St. Peter 2:1-17):

Minister. The Second Lesson is written in the First General Epistle of
St. Peter the Apostle, the second chapter, beginning at the first verse.
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2 1Therefore, rid yourselves of all malice and all deceit, hypocrisy, envy,
and slander of every kind. 2Like newborn babies, crave pure spiritual
milk, so that by it you may grow up in your salvation, 3 now that you
have tasted that the Lord is good.

4 As you come to him, the living Stone —rejected by humans but chosen by
God and precious to him— %you also, like living stones, are being built into
a spiritual house to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices
acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. ¢ For in Scripture it says:

“See, I lay a stone in Zion,

a chosen and precious cornerstone,
and the one who trusts in him

will never be put to shame.”

7”Now to you who believe, this stone is precious. But to those who do not believe,

“The stone the builders rejected
has become the cornerstone,”

8and,

“A stone that causes people to stumble
and a rock that makes them fall.”

They stumble because they disobey the message —which is also what
they were destined for.

?But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God’s
special possession, that you may declare the praises of him who called
you out of darkness into his wonderful light. 1 Once you were not a
people, but now you are the people of God; once you had not received
mercy, but now you have received mercy.

1 Dear friends, I urge you, as foreigners and exiles, to abstain from sinful
desires, which wage war against your soul. 2Live such good lives among
the pagans that, though they accuse you of doing wrong, they may see
your good deeds and glorify God on the day he visits us.

13 Submit yourselves for the Lord’s sake to every human authority:
whether to the emperor, as the supreme authority, 1 or to governors, who
are sent by him to punish those who do wrong and to commend those
who do right. 15 For it is God’s will that by doing good you should silence
the ignorant talk of foolish people. 1¢Live as free people, but do not use
your freedom as a cover-up for evil; live as God’s slaves. 17 Show proper
respect to everyone, love the family of believers, fear God, honor the
emperor.

Minister. Here endeth the Second Lesson.
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Minister. At our baptisms we have been born again, and as there is
natural food to sustain and provide for natural growth, so, too, there is
spiritual food for our spiritual maintenance and growth. We must long
for spiritual milk; we must long to grow up into Christ. Obviously, our
main spiritual food is the Sacrament of the Body and Blood of Jesus, but
there are other things to do in order to grow up into Him - like disposing
of malice, guile, insincerity, envy, and slander of our neighbours. By
avoiding these and taking on love, kindness, honesty, and sincerity, we
will make spiritual progress and become more Christ-like.

As he spake by the mouth of his holy Prophets, / which have been
since the world began;

That we should be saved from our enemies, / and from the hands of
all that hate us;

To perform the mercy promised to our forefathers, / and to remember
his holy covenant;

That we being delivered out of the hands of our enemies / might
serve him without fear,

O GOD, the Creator and Preserver of all mankind, we
humbly beseech thee for all sorts and conditions of men; that thou
wouldest be pleased to make thy ways known unto them, thy
saving health unto all nations.

And we
beseech thee, give us that due sense of all thy mercies, That our hearts
may be unfeignedly thankful, And that we show forth thy praise, Not
only with our lips, but in our lives; By giving up ourselves to thy
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service, And by walking before thee in holiness and righteousness all
our days; Through Jesus Christ our Lord, To whom, with thee and the
Holy Ghost, be all honour and glory, world without end. Amen.
